Review of Seminar Text: “The Changing World of FHA Appraising”, (v.11.09)

The following information contains my observations after review of the above named text.  These observations may be helpful to instructors when preparing to teach this course.   

In the student manual, please note that because there are two slides to a page, the page numbers in the book will be different than the slide numbers.  Confusion can be alleviated by clearly stating “page number” or “slide number” when directing students within the student manual. 

Please note that items marked with an *asterisk* are items which have been revised and will be updated in future print runs of the student manual. 

*Slide 95:  Reference should be Appendix “D”, not “A”.

*Slide 120:  Reference should be Appendix “D”, not “A”

*Slide 150:  Instructors should be advised that FHA has approved the use of the Fannie Mae form 1004D as of 2-15-10 

*Slide 153:  1st bullet, Case number is to be put in the top right corner of the page.  This is the subject section of the form that is referenced on page D-14, not every page.

*Slide 158:   Reference should be Appendix “D”, not “A”

Page 162:  3rd check mark is not a part of the reference, D-34.  This comment appears in Appendix D on page D-2.   

*Page 196:  1st bullet reference is correct.  2nd bullet reference should be D-114

*Page 197:  Reference at bottom of page is incorrect, and is to be removed. 

*Page 220:  Reference should be Appendix “D”, not “A”

Page 256:  Instructors need to be familiar with FAQ 125 in the 2010-2011 USPAP book to deal with this statement.

Page 257:  Instructors need to approach this page with caution as Q & As do not establish policy or standards.

*Page 258:  2nd bullet should read 2-15-10

*Page 266:  5th bullet:  The appraiser links section is not in the back of the manual at this time.  It will be a handout included in the course materials, and when future manuals are printed, it will be included in the back of the manual as an appendix.
